Jesus said, ñYou did not choose Me. I chose you, and I orchestrated all of this so that you would be 
sent out and bear great and perpetual fruit. As you do this, anything you ask the Father in My name 
will be done.ò 
 
How does a church grow? How does a congregation bear good fruit year after year after year? 
Some say itôs about having the right pastor, or the right music, or the right style of worship. Some say 
itôs about the right marketing and location and activities. Some say itôs about meeting peopleôs expec-
tations and needs.  
 
These things are helpful, but they do not grow a church. There is no magic formula, 5 step plan, nor 
silver bullet. What grows a church has been the same since the days of Jesus- prayer and relationship. 
People of faith on their knees longing for the lost, longing for Godôs will and power. These faith-full then 
rise from their knees and build relationships full of Christôs compassion, love, and truth. These faith-full 
then rise from their knees and open their lips to share their story and Godôs story.   
 
This is not the work of a single person nor group. This is the work of the church- all of us. We have 
been chosen and blessed by our Jesus to ñbe sent out and bear great and perpetual fruit.ò We have 
left it to others for far too long. Lord, change our hearts that we may do our part. ï Lisa <><

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Board of Trustee Report 

The TUMC Board of Trustees is committed to being faithful and good stewards of our church and 

its property.  We are committed to creating an environment that is positive, safe, friendly, welcom-

ing, and hospitable to everyone!  

Here are some recent tasks, ongoing and completed, of the Trustee Team:  

¶ Improving the technical systems in the sanctuary, including lighting and projection systems. 

Ongoing work on the electronic security/video system helps us protect our children and cam-

pus as a whole from vagrancies and vandalism. 

¶ Improved and permanent signs for playground and campus help us greet visitors, set guide-

lines for activities on campus and prevent misuse of campus equipment. Please know that re-

design of entrance gate signage is being discussed as an ñongoingò project to enhance our vis-

ibility and presence as a church community. 

¶ TUMC participated in a survey conducted by Sarasota Police Dept. on Emergency Plans at 

Houses of Worship. The Crime Prevention Unit wanted to learn about the status of Emergency 

Management Plans in Sarasota Countiesô Houses of Worship  (HOWôs). TUMC was one of 

42 HOWôs that responded to the survey and expressed interest in working with the Department 

to develop an Emergency Management Plan appropriate for our campus. Stay tune for next 

steps as we request a meeting to work with the department on developing policy, plans and 

training sessions with ushers and campus greeters.  

¶ Thanks go out to Dave Dirmeyer and Mark Aukland for completing work on the second floor of 

the Warren Building to help make a great space for our Children and Youth! Be sure to 

ask our Director of Youth Ministry, Russell Towery, how his flock is growing, and what amazing 

things are happening as a result of this improved space!  

 

A Spring Cleaning and Campus Workday is scheduled for May 13th at 8:00 a.m.  Volunteers 

over the age of 14 are welcome to participate as we trim bushes, rake leaves and debris, 

eradicate wasp nests. Repair of the fence in front of the parsonage needs to be completed.  

We will also be working toward professional bed preparation in order to improve drainage 

and prevent over-splash on our newly painted walls. Bed prep of the raised bed underneath 

our cross and stained glass window will be done in anticipation of planting and landscape 

design projects.  

 

As a long-term planning project, the Trustees are working on small re-works or re-design of our 

court yard to maximize its use as a greeting and visitor welcoming space as we concen-

trate on this yearôs theme of OUTREACH!

access to the second floor of the Warren Building. No immediate spending or start of such 

project is currently being considered.
